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      After the discussion, the Board’s vote on the recommendation of the Planning Commission was as follows:


Alderwoman Brooks made a motion, seconded by Alderman Bang to approved the recommendations of the Planning Commission, No. 1, 2, 3 and No. 4 (Page 4) with the understanding that:

a. Gospel Singers of America’s (GSA) use of their facilities and property for “Church Functions” (No. 1) will be limited to the activities and functions of the GSA,

b. that the GSA will also be allowed to use their facilities and property for the National Gospel 

Singing Convention (No. 3),

c. that the “Occasional Use of the Property by Others for Religious Activities” (No. 4) will be limited to twice a year not to exceed five (5) days each time, and 

d. that the GSA will remove all trailer sewer hookups in the  rear of their property. 

Alderman Rafferty stated that he disagreed with the motion and Gospel Singers of America should revert back to the 1972 Ordinance, with the removal of all trailer sewer hookups and the use by Gospel  Singers of America for two more occasions.

Alderman Piernas stated he wanted to allow three uses of the property by others.
