1.
The Bourdins would grant the City an easement over their northern boundary and eastern boundary in their NE corner up to a handicapped accessible ramp/walk that the Bourdins would construct on the eastern side of their proposed building near their eastern boundary to serve all rental units on the first floor of their building.  The Bourdins have further agreed to re-design their construction plans to provide handicapped accessible routes from the rear of their building to all rental units on the first floor of their building.  

2.
The Bourdins will construct their finished floor slab at 21 ½ feet BFE  and the City’s contractor under the CDBG Downtown Revitalization program will construct the public sidewalks on the south and west side of the proposed building after the Bourdins construct their slab and the supporting posts within these sidewalk areas for the second floor of their building. 

Thereafter, the Bourdins will construct  the  steps on the south and west side of the building for the entry doors to each of the units within the public sidewalk areas according to the applicable building code standards. 

3.  
The City will use its own contractor and construct at its own expense the handicapped ramp according to ADA handicapped accessible standards on the Bourdin’s northern boundary and eastern boundary in their NE corner up to a point to attach to the handicapped accessible ramp/walk that the Bourdins would construct on the eastern side (or rear) of their proposed building.  In consideration, the Bourdins would agree to execute a waiver of their rights under the Uniform Relocation and Acquisition Act.
