There being a quorum present to transact the business of the City, the following 
proceedings were had and done.
Upon motion of Alderwoman Brooks, seconded by Alderman Bang, the Board approved unanimously, the purchase of materials at a cost of $3,672.00 for the City drainage problem at 710 E. 2nd St. per the recommendation of the City Engineer and Public Works Director. Labor is to be performed by Necaise Construction Company with no charge since they are working in the area on the Water and Sewer Replacement. Exhibit 1

Upon motion of Alderwoman Brooks, seconded by Alderman Rafferty,  the Board discussed the Developer’s request for the revised Final Plat(Exhibit 3) For North Street Villas West With Deferred Improvements Bond For Certain Infrastructure As Provided In The Subdivision Regulations.(After much discussion, including comments by Alderman Rafferty, which are set forth in Exhibit 4, Alderman Rafferty made a motion to send Bethel Estates Development, LLC, N. Street Villas West and East back to the Planning Commission and have a reasonable study of the effects of these Developments on the City and conclude with Public Hearings prior to seeking approval from the Board of Aldermen. This motion died for a lack of a second. 
After further discussion, Alderwoman Brooks, seconded by Bang, made a motion to approve the revised final plat of the North Street Villas and West with deferred improvement bonds for certain infrastructure. After some discussion, Alderwoman Brooks left the meeting. (This motion was not voted on.)
  After further discussion, Alderman Rafferty again made a motion to send Bethel Estates Development, LLC. N. Street Villas West and East back to the Planning Commission and have reasonable study of the effects of these Developments on the City and conclude with Public Hearings prior to seeking approval from the Board of Aldermen. This motion died for  a lack of second. 
Upon motion of Alderman Bang, seconded by Hall, the Board voted to approve the revised final plat of North Street Villas West with deferred improvement bonds for certain infrastructure.

Mr. Mayor, I want to see Pass Christian prosper but I want the Record to reflect that I am certainly not opposed to these developments and last night I felt it was important for the alderman to have Bethel Estates Development LLC, North Street Villas West appear in front of the Planning Commission.  I want to thank the City Attorney for pointing out to me today that the Subdivision Ordinance 616 adopted in June 2009 supersedes the Smart Code. 

I would like the Planning Commission to study Section's . 401, 401.3 A, 502, 502.1, 502.2,601, 602, 602.1, 602.2, 602.4  and the sections I specified last week under SmartCode. 
 
But Section 602.3 of Ordinance 616 adopted in June 2009 is the catch all and I feel stops the City of Pass Christian and the Planning Commission from performing any further action on Bethel Estates Development LLC, North Street Villas West. 

“No owner or agent of the owner of any land located in the subdivision as defined by these regulations, shall transfer, sell or offer such land for sale before a plat of such subdivision has been duly approved and recorded in the office of the Clerk of the Chancery Court. 

I hope my fellow Alderman will adhere to this Ordinance since there has been a transfer of ownership. In my opinion, this requires the new owner to file and new application to be presented to the Planning Commission. All I want to do is protect the City of Pass Christian, its citizens and this Board from making an improper decision. 
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
