Upon motion of Alderman Bang, seconded by Alderman Rafferty, the Board approved unanimously, to open the sealed bids for the purchase of the new portable generators to pump stations.

1. Mr. Williams will not reimburse the City for the taxes the City paid to the previous tax purchaser in the approximate sum of $528.00


as City Attorney, I recommend disposal of this surplus property for this consideration because 1) the City has attempted to sell the property in the past but has had no takers;  2) if the City wishes to protect its investment for the payment of the $528 it expended for previous taxes it will have to pay an additional amount in the approximate sum of $600 for the 2009 taxes  by the latter part of this August to prevent the property from maturing to another tax purchaser; and 3) if the City decided to demolish the structure on its own or with the assistance of a contractor the amount of resources expended will more than likely exceed what any “ready, willing and able purchaser” would be willing to pay for the property after it has been cleaned, as submitted by Malcolm Jones, City Attorney.
