Upon motion of Alderman Torgeson, seconded by Alderman Clarke, the Board approved unanimously, to authorize acceptance of sealed bids by City Clerk for surplus office trailer at corner of Clark Avenue and Second Street no later than 4:00pm on May 6, 2014 with the bid awarded to the highest and best bidder at the City Council meeting that evening.  [Previously, the City received “no bids” after advertisement for sale.  Since the bid receipt deadline, the City has received notice from two interested bidders willing to make proposals for the surplus trailer.]  After bidder has been awarded, he/she will have (30) thirty days to retrieve the trailer.

Upon motion of Alderman Torgeson, seconded by Alderman Clarke, the Board approved unanimously, to conduct workshop discussing slips in the City’s new Harbor.  The following were agreed upon at said meeting:
· The first 15 slips in the new harbor have been reserved for Pass Christian Yacht Club members 
· One contractor will be chosen to perform constructional changes of individual assigned slips    (additional pilings, pilings for lifts, etc.)
· Harbormaster will run ad in local paper (Gazebo Gazette) for all interested lessees who intend to modify assigned slip in new harbor, and Harbormaster will contact them based on as response
· Harbormaster will decide method to prioritize individual selection of new harbor slips
· All modifications to slips will need to be approved by Board of Aldermen and have permits issued by DMR
· All construction/modification of slips in new harbor must be completed by the third or fourth week of May 2014 so as to not conflict with the prospective “ribbon-cutting
