	Due to lack of second motion, the following item died: Consider approving adjustment in the amount of $72.75 (($12.25 water/ and $60.50/sewer charges) for Ronald Beradas of 805 E. Scenic Drive.  This resulting from 16,000 gallons of water usage (his average usage is 5,000 gallons) due to the recent cold weather.  Mr. Baradas states he “was forced to run multiple faucets…for a number of days to keep the pipes from freezing.”  The City has not adjusted water/sewer charges for customers running faucets inside home during freezing conditions, (The City Ordinance Chapter 78, Section 64, a, 2.  “Leaks or breaks caused by: Freezing of exposed piping in or under a dwelling that is normally heated”).
