Upon motion of Alderman Hall, seconded by Alderman Washington, the Board approved, to adjust half the water for Mr. Scioneaux on his sprinkler meter resulting from 20,000 gallons of water that flowed into the canal behind their home when their PVC piping on their dock cracked from frigid weather.
